Alison has printed some leaflets and Nik will sort the remainder and also look at bulk printing options for
next year.

PHOTOGRAPHIC COMPETITION 2025

e Jill advised that this would be the start of the 50" Anniversary celebrations and the 10% year of the
competition.

e The Phoenix Children’s Foundation was suggested as this year’s beneficiary, as it is run by one of our
members, Nita Withers. This was agreed.

e Jill suggested that we should issue a press release to Our Dogs, launching the competition and our
forthcoming 50 Anniversary.

e Jill & Anita will fund the rosettes, as for this year, & Jill will also donate prize money of £50 for BIS.

e The calendar will be the same format as for 2025 (which was sold out).

CHAMPIONSHIP & OPEN SHOWS 2025

e It was agreed to reschedule Best In Show in accordance with the new KC Rules (see note with the
agenda).

e The layout will be changed, with the secretary’s table & photography backdrop on the top wall between
the entrance to the East Hall and toilets in the West Hall. Four rings will be laid out with two in each hall;
the second ring in the West Hall being dedicated to the Special Awards classes.

e Mandi advised that Ellen Wheeler is happy to run BAER testing; testing can be done in the health room in
the West Hall. It was agreed to proceed & Mandi will firm up the arrangements with Ellen.

e Mandi will also approach Klara to see if she would like to carry out PBHF testing at this show. We can use
the club gazebo if necessary.
